Dear friends of God,
Happy Independence Day!

In his book A Pilgrim’s Almanac, Fr. Ed Hays
has a lovely Fourth of July Prayer. It utters the
convictions of who we are capable of being as
Americans as well as an implicit challenge for
us to meet the ideals given to us as a people
striving for freedom with responsibility.

“We lift up our hearts, O God,
on this day of celebration in gratitude
for the gift of being Americans.
We rejoice with all those who share
in the great dream of freedom
and dignity for all.
With flags and feasting,
with family and friends
we salute those who have sacrificed
that we might have the opportunity
to bring to fulfillment
our many God-given gifts.

As we deny all prejudice
a place in our hearts,
may we also clearly declare
our intention to work for the time
when all people,
regardless of race, religion, or sex,
will be granted equal dignity
and worth.

Come, O gracious God,
who led your children Israel from slavery,
keep us free from all
that might hold us in bondage.
Bless our country and join
our simple celebration
that we may praise you,
our Source of freedom,
the One in whom we place our trust.”

When | came across this prayer, | was struck by
the idea that while our freedom is certainly God
given, it isn’t a freedom for a chosen few. It is
God’s gift to each of us regardless of our race,
religion or sex. We ought not rest until
everyone has the same opportunity for
advancement and the dignity that is our birth
right as children of God and members of the
human race. We are each called by God to share
our gifts and talents to uplift our sisters and
brothers. We are called as a community of

people to build each other up as we strive to live
the ideals that we profess as Americans and,
more importantly, as Catholic Christians. Just
like our American experiment, as Catholics we
are to live out the ideas of our democracy. As
American Catholics we are to live lives of
solidarity. According to Pope Francis, in his
encyclical letter Fratelli tutti, “Solidarity means
much more than engaging in sporadic acts of
generosity. It means thinking and acting in
terms of community” (116). May our prayer as
people of faith and as Americans be that we
grow into the community that God has created
us to be at this moment of division in our nation
and our world. May our One God make us one
with each other in our nation and our world.

In our Gospel this weekend from Mark, we hear
Jesus say that “A prophet is not without honor
except in his native place and among his own
kin and in his own house.” I’ve always thought
that If | were in the position to name a new
parish, | would choose Jesus, the Prophet. In
the Biblical tradition, prophets are those who
speak God’s word. Jesus is the ultimate prophet
since he is the image of the invisible God. We
believe that Jesus is the Logos, the Word of
God. The Logos is God manifesting. Said
another way in the words that | recently heard in
a retreat that touched my heart, “God’s Word is
always powerful and active. Jesus is the
Wisdom of God.” It is a gift to our human
family, knowing that our God is always in the
midst of our lives loving us into being. It is our
challenge to accept the power and presence of
God to create a community of love in our nation
and in our world rather than using God’s Word
as a weapon of hate. God is love and nothing of
God is hateful or divisive. On this July 4th, let us
celebrate the Oneness of God, the unity of our
nation and the community we are called to be as
a human family.
